This really shows how
strong Carr are at athletics, ranging from Tom Shopland on the
shot-put, to Ed Mason on the high hump and Harry Bradshaw
at the triple jJump. In cricket, Peter Nichols obtained the Batting
Salver Award.

However, other less well-known sports were also at the
forefront of Carr’s victory streak in the year’s prizegivings. In
shooting, sharp shots Alex Brunton-Reed, Alex Dowle and Will
Broad were the recipients of musketry prizes and earned Carr
House the Lee Trophy. Alex Brunton-Reed went on to win a
prize for the Reserve Pair in Surrey Schools and won a
Staniforth Medal along with William Broad. In squash, Rishi
Naik was awarded the most improved player, and in golf,
Gareth Blease was awarded Major Colours for his role as captain
of the College team.

In hockey, Tim Faccini kept goal for the
1st XI and Josh Allen captained the Colts A with great
leadership. George Broom was awarded well-deserved Major
Colours for his achievements on the basketball court. Tom
Morrison showed great commitment as RSM and had a flawless
display at AGI day. This was also another strong year for the
Forest tennis players, with Matt Hack and Josh Phillips winning
the Senior Doubles Competition. It was great to see Matt win
Major Colours for his efforts. Also, Matt Rooke had a promising
season, looking the strongest player in his year group. Tim
Faccini and Josh Allen had a successful season for the cricket 1st
XI, with James Arnold and Tom Williams showing strength in
the U14s and U15s. On Founder’s Day, there were a number of
strong performances, with Nick Thomas running a great race in
the 800m to reach first place and the senior 4x400m squad
coming through with a convincing win. After many years of
outstanding service to athletics in the hurdles, sprints and
jumps, Nick Conner deservedly won Major Colours for athletics.

The soirée was a way for the boys to show off their musical and
theatrical skills.

In music, Richard Trepant led
the choir superbly, as well as winning the Headmaster’s award
for all-round excellence, excelling, as he did, in everything,
especially plays, rughby, athletics and music.
